The meeting was called to order by Russ at 7:02
p.m. Pastor Schlessman read a passage from the
book entitled_oving JesusCouncil agreed to read
the book and discuss it at upcoming meetings.

Pastor’'s Report — Pastor Schlessman

We have received a request for an overnight stay
by a youth group traveling from Grace Lutheran
Church in Brandon, Minnesota to Philadelphia.
There are 16 youth and 4 adults in the group, and
they would like to spend the night at the church on
Friday, July 23 and depart on Saturday, July 24.
Discussion was held that a proper fire inspection
would need to be made before the group would be
allowed to stay. Motion made by Pastor Schless-
man and seconded by Mark to approve this stay.
Motion passed. Wernle Home located in Indiana (a
home for troubled youth) has contacted the church
and would like to send a speaker to our church to
discuss their organization. It was decided to give
the correspondence to Bob Olds for his Outreach
Committee to handle. Pastor will be on vacation
from August 10-15 and September 14-19.

President’s Report — Russ Roth
(No report)

Treasurer’s Report — Rich Drake

Contributions are now $15,000 under the budgeted
amount for the period January-June 2010. Rich felt
that if we get a Stewardship Chairperson, that com-
mittee could send out quarterly statements to con-
gregation members. Fred suggested that more peo-
ple use the Simply Giving system (which Rich re-
minded us has a $.20 per charge for each transac-
tion) or better yet, each member could use their
own online banking system (no charge) to donate.
The building fund continues to come in at $500
under budget each month. We now owe $106,000

for this fund. Major roof repairs will also need to

be performed soon, especially on the flat portion
(25 years old) of the roof (could cost $80,000 or
more). Discussion was held about forming a com-
mittee to help organize a drive to help pay off these
amounts. Mark volunteered to try to solicit volun-
teers for this committee. Motion made by Tom and
seconded by Mark to approve the Treasurer’s Re-
port. Motion passed.

Tom will continue as our Council liaison with

Good Kids Daycare. A new contract with Good

Kids will be coming due soon. Julie Skaggs re-
guested a permanent sign for her daycare business,
to hang with the preschool sign. Julie will pay for
the sign. Motion made by Tom and seconded by
Rich to approve this sign. Motion passed (with
Pastor abstaining). The fire suppression system
was recently inspected. Tom will be meeting this
Monday with an insurance adjuster to look at our
roof for possible damage. Fred asked about the pot-
hole in the driveway. Tom said we have a contract
with Griffith Paving for parking lot and driveway
repairs; we just have not been scheduled yet this
year. Tom will check into this further.

Mark has met with Chuck Heindrichs to go over
the duties of the Finance Committee and to learn
the Servant Keeper software used by the church.
